418. To approve the minutes of the last meeting held on Monday 6th September 2010.
Proposed by Cllr Mrs Pothecary, and seconded by Cllr Mrs Booton, the minutes of the meeting held on the 6th September 2010, were approved as a correct record of that meeting. The Chairman duly signed the minutes.

419. Questions.   There were no questions 

420. Declarations of Interest:-   
Cllr R Evill and Cllr F Evill declared personal interests in agenda item 6c  
Cllr Mrs Booton declared a personal interest in agenda item 5a
Cllr Walsh declared a personal interest in agenda item 5b (iv)
Members agreed to a request from the Chairman to bring forward agenda item 7- to receive the following correspondence.  All members agreed.
421. To receive the following correspondence and to make recommendations thereon:-

a. George Hill - Dirt jumps at the Ham Farm Estate Shaftesbury Road 

A copy of a letter to the Headmistress of St Mary the Virgin Primary School, copy of her response, and a copy of a letter from George to the Town Council, were issued with the agenda for the meeting.    

Copy of the letter to the Town Council as follows:-

I am writing to you to query about dirt jumps in the George Wimpey estate. You see I and some of my friends used to go to St Mary the virgin primary school, to go jumping, However now the school has said we cannot go on the jumps so really we need somewhere else to go. 
421. To receive the following correspondence - continued:-
a. George Hill - Dirt jumps at the Ham Farm Estate Shaftesbury Road. 

Some of the children are too young to go to Gillingham skate-park after school. Even some of the older kids like me will not go up there because we no people that go there and we don not really want to mix with them.  So now the school has stopped us from going on them we were hoping you could try and provide some jumps near to where I live as that is where most of the kids/ teenagers come from. 

George Hill was in attendance at the meeting, accompanied by his father Mr Stephen Hill, and they gave the following presentation in support of the placement of dirt jumps, on Town Council owned open spaces land, at the rear of the Ham Farm Estate at Shaftesbury Road. 
“Prior to the summer holidays the Primary School had placed mounds of earth on land at the school intended for use for educational purposes. As a result of a group of children utilising the mounds of earth to provide dirt jumps, during the holiday period, the grass seed did not take. The jumps were relatively small with a height of approximately 1 metre   and a circumference of approximately 5 metres.  The children all of primary school age got on well and had a great time on their BMX bikes.   

This area has now been cordoned off, to allow the grass to grow, and the Head Teacher, Mrs Christopher, has explained in the following letter her reasons for not being able to allow the children to continue to use the mounds of earth, located on school land, for this purpose”. 
Thank you for your letter about the facilities on the school field. I was very impressed that you felt this was the most appropriate way to express your views.

The earth mounds which were constructed in the summer came as a result of the school having a path built. The mounds were a useful way to use the top soil to improve the children’s learning space. They were planted with grass seed to form play mounds for  the children to use during break times and for learning about things like forces.
I understand that they are great fun to ride bikes over, but unfortunately the damage this causes to them means we cannot use them for their intended purpose. Therefore we have to say that bikes cannot be ridden over the mounds. They will be re-fenced to allow the new grass seed to grow. I know you will understand and will not want to damage the other children’s outdoor learning space.
I totally agree with you that there are limited facilities for children at this end of town. Can I suggest that you write to the Town Council and express your opinions on this matter? 
Photographs of the dirt jumps utilised during the recent school summer holiday period, on land at St Mary the Virgin Primary School were issued at table. 

Cllr Milsted stated “this is something that the Town Council can do, on a relatively small scale, to provide a recreational facility for younger children on the Ham Farm Estate, who cannot readily access RiversMeet.  We have a large heap of surplus soil at the cemetery which we wish to dispose of. This seems to be an ideal solution, by using this surplus soil for this purpose rather than transporting it to a landfill tip.  The Government minister Lord Young is due to report on reforms to health and safety legislation which will free up local councils with regards to initiatives such as this”. 

Cllr Monksummers thanked George Hill for attending the meeting, and putting his proposal to the members of the committee, stating “we seem to have an answer to this”. 
Cllr Lodge stated we need to take into account the insurance and health and safety implications and the jumps will need to be constructed in the right manner.  
421. To receive the following correspondence - continued:-

Cllr Milsted proposed “that the Town Council should pursue a policy of providing bike banks on its own land at locations where it is deemed to be suitable” Cllr Mr Pothecary seconded and the vote was unanimous.
422. To receive current available Working Party reports and to make recommendations thereon:-

a. Allotments and Burial Provision

       (i)  Review of allotment rents for the FY 2011 -2012 

(ii)  Review of burial charges for the FY 2011 -2012 

An Allotments and Burial Provision Working Party meeting was held on the 27th September to review the burial fees and allotments rents, for the Financial Year 2011-2012.
The following report was issued with the agenda for the meeting:-

Burial Fees
In the review carried out in November 2009 council agreed that the cost of the excavation and backfill of graves would be increased over a three year period with the increase cost annually of £25.00p for a single depth grave and £30.00 for a double depth grave.  
The Town Clerk informed members that there will be an increase of the business rates valuation for the Cemetery from £1,550-00p to £6,400-00p, an increase of 4850.  The increase in the actual payment will be phased over a period of five years and will equate to an additional of £142.91p in 2011-12, rising to £359.84p in 2014-15.  There also needs to be considered the cost of the removal of the spoil heap, which is earmarked at £ 900.00p per annum.

The average annual number of burials based over the past four years is twelve per year. The total additional cost of removal of the spoil heap and additional rates is £1042.91p divided by 12 equals £87.00p.  This additional amount should not be placed on the ratepayers, but on the running costs of the cemetery.  
The Working Party recommends that the fees for Interments including Grant of Exclusive Right for a Single Burial Plot 9ft x 4ft x 6 ft should be increased from £140.00 to £165.00p.
Double Depth Burial Plot 9ft x 4ft x 8ft should be increased from £140.00 to £170.00p.
Digging and back filling charges to be increased, to take into account the business rate increase of the Cemetery, and the cost of the removal of the spoil heap, from:-
· Cremated Remains from £35.00  additional cost £20.00 to £55.00

· Single Depth Grave from £245.00 additional cost £67.00 to £313.00

· Double Depth Grave from £265.00 additional cost £67.00 to £332.00.
· No further increase on all other categories.
ALLOTMENT FEES
The Allotment Gardens at Park Farm should remain at £15.00 per plot as there are no further expenses envisaged. The Allotment Gardens at the Garden of Remembrance should remain at £5.00 per quarter plot, £10.00 half plot and £20.00 per full
422. To receive current available Working Party reports - continued:-
a. Allotments and Burial Provision – continued:-

Cllr R Evill, as the Lead Member of the Allotments and Burial Provision Working Party, stated “the Working Party recommendations are that the allotment rents should remain at their current level, with a staged increase for burial fees as agreed last year. The cost of the spoil heap removal and increase in business rates, have also been taken into account and I am satisfied, following the discussions at the Working Party meeting, that these proposed increases are necessary to ensure full cost recovery”.

Cllr Milsted commented on the non domestic rate increases and the following motions to be considered at the next NDDC Full Council meeting on the 29th October 2010.
“As a Collection Authority, this Council notes with great concern the very large increases, more than fivefold in some cases, in the rateable value of cemeteries in Town and Parish Council ownership. Despite the promise of Transitional Relief, Council considers that these increases place an unacceptably heavy burden on the finances of our local councils, especially at a time when the Government, through its ‘Big Society’ programme, is urging them to play a greater part in the provision of community services, while at the same time warning them against excessive precept increases.

This Council supports the call from Blandford Forum Town Council to extend to Town Halls the exemption from Non-Domestic Rates that is granted to Parish Village Halls. 

This Council further questions the logic of applying Business Rates to Local Authority buildings such as schools, children’s homes, and care homes which cannot possibly be regarded as businesses, thereby effectively taxing local residents twice, and calls on the Government to undertake an urgent review of this aspect of Local Authority funding."

Cllr Milsted confirmed his agreement, albeit reluctantly, with the proposed increases.
Cllr Mrs Beckley informed the meeting that business rate increases had been discussed at last weeks DAPTC meeting, where great concern was expressed regarding the rise in non domestic rates. Town and Parish Council representatives, present at the meeting, considered what united action could be taken to oppose these increases rather than acting individually. 
Cllr F Evill proposed “that the recommendations contained in the report, as presented by the Allotment and Burial Provision Working Party, should be received and adopted”. Cllr Mrs Hunt seconded and the vote was unanimous.
b. Traffic Management 
Prior to the consideration of this item the Chairman invited two members of the public present to speak. 
Mrs Vanessa Cockarill read a statement to the meeting regarding road traffic accidents at the junction of Kingfisher Drive and Shaftesbury Road and also referred to minute 416, for the September meeting of the committee, confirming her support for the continued deployment of the Speed Indicator Device but expressing her concern over the effectiveness of the ‘Caught No Excuse’ sign, which she felt was only adding to the cluttering of our streets with signage.   

Mrs. Belinda Ridout asked for an update on the deployment of a ‘Caught No Excuse’ sign at Wyke and if any data is available on the results of the ‘Caught No Excuse’ campaign. 
422. To receive current available Working Party reports  - continued:-
b. Traffic Management - continued:-
Cllr Lodge presented a written report based on two telephone conversations with Mr Howard DCC Traffic Management.

(i)  Mr Walker -  Exit from Plank House into Le Neuborg Way

Extract from report:- After viewing the map of the area Mr. Howard felt there was really nothing that could be done to alleviate this problem.

  (ii) Mrs. Flemming - Pedestrian crossing at Peacemarsh

Extract from report - Mr Howard felt that to carry out a traffic / pedestrian survey would be money ineffectively used (approximately £1,000-00p) to prove that a pedestrian crossing did not satisfy the criteria. Having viewed a map of the area he said he would consider looked at improving the refuge islands.
Cllr Milsted confirmed his agreement with Mr Howard regarding a traffic / pedestrian survey, stating “it would produce results that would not come anywhere near to meeting the criteria however I am keen to hold Mr Howard to his word when it comes to improving the pedestrian refuge islands. Two years ago he promised too present proposals to improve the layout at the School Road junction, with the High Street and we are still waiting”.
Cllr Joyce identified the lack of a pavement, on the Peacemarsh Farm Close side of the Peacemarsh Road, as the reason why Mrs Fleming has asked for a pedestrian crossing, to enable her to safely cross the road in her mobility scooter to get to a footpath.

Cllr Mrs Hunt confirmed that the Peacemarsh Farm Close junction is some distance from the nearest footpath on that side of the Peacemarsh Road.

Cllr Lodge enquired as to whether the Town Council should  be seeking the provision of a footpath. 

Cllr Mrs Beckley stated “this would be very expensive as the boundary hedges for the properties bordering the Peacemarsh Road at this location are right on the road edge”.  

 Cllr Mrs Booton suggested the placement of a white line along the side of the road to provide some protection for pedestrians and mobility scooter users.

Cllr Griffin stated “white lines can only be used to mark the edge of the carriageway, not to provide some protection for pedestrians”. 

Cllr Lodge confirmed that he will arrange a site visit with Mr Howard, as he had not appreciated that the problem was a lack of a pedestrian footway, rather than a requirement for a pedestrian crossing. 

Cllr Monksummers referred to the existence of a pedestrian footway through Cresscombe to provide safe access to the Health Centre. 
Cllr Mrs Beckley stated this is not an ideal situation for Mrs Fleming as to reach this path she will have to travel along the Peacemarsh Road and cross the front of the fire station.  

Cllr Millichamp stated “the main issue is to find a way for Mrs Flemming to safely use her mobility scooter. There is no safe access, from the Peacemarsh Farm Close junction, to the footway through Cresscombe. Drop kerbs are required to help this lady get safe access to this footway”.   

422. To receive current available Working Party reports  - continued:-
b. Traffic Management - continued:-
Members agreed the following action:- Cllr Joyce to visit Mrs Fleming, Cllr Lodge to arrange a site visit with Mr Howard, The Office Manger to write to Mrs Fleming. 

  (iii) Junction Kingfisher Drive and Shaftesbury Road

Extract from report - Mr Howard felt that the junction was safe under normal driving conditions. The accidents all appear to be as a result of bad driving and possibly drink related.
Cllr Milsted stated “this matter has been brought to our attention on several previous occasions. It is simply not possible to engineer every part of the highway to take into account excessive traffic speed and drink drivers. County Cllr Andrew Cattaway represents this part of Gillingham therefore I do not 
have the democratic authority to take this matter up with DCC. I would suggest that any future correspondence on this matter is forwarded to Cllr Cattaway.

Cllr Lodge stated “I have previously attended a site meeting with Mr Howard at this location. The accidents have all happened late at night, as the result of excessive speed, with the drivers probably under the influence of drink.  There is nothing that can be done to improve road safety at this junction”.   

 (iv) Excessive traffic speed Wyke Road.
The response from Andrew Bradley, Project Engineer DCC Traffic Management, to Mrs Belinda Ridout as follows:- 

Thank you and your neighbours for meeting me today to explain your concern.  As I stated on site I don't think that in engineering terms there is anything wrong with the road but I do have sympathies with you concerning speeding traffic and the unpleasant nature of the road for pedestrians, particularly accessing the footpath near your property. This being the case I have agreed to the following:-

Erect 2 pedestrian in road warning signs either side of the footpath (one replacing the temporary "slippery road" sign.

Establish if a "No Excuse" sign can be erected on the SID post.
Arrange for the brambles to be cut on the outside of the verge to expose black and white reflective "dolly posts".
Arrange for two new posts to be erected to mark the bend.
Contact the Police requesting some local enforcement of the 30mph, also to find out if the B3081 is routinely enforced as part of the No Excuse campaign (although this may be operationally sensitive).
For your part you agreed to continue to try to engage with the Police as responsible body for traffic enforcement, as previously stated I believe this to be the key to speed reduction. I did mention the immanent Comprehensive Spending Review nationally and the likely affect locally and that funding will be severely restricted in future years and then very much casualty led.
Cllr Lodge informed the meeting that Mr Howard, DCC Traffic Management, has confirmed his agreement with the Mr Andrew Bradley.  

422. To receive current available Working Party reports  - continued:-
b. Traffic Management - continued:-
Cllr Mrs Hunt confirmed her support for the proposals from Mr Andrew Bradley. 

Cllr Griffin informed the meeting that the ‘Caught No Excuse’ campaign will be reviewed at the end of its first year. If it has been deemed to be successful then it will be continued if funding allows.
Cllr Milsted informed the meeting that the one year campaign will cost in the region of one million pounds, with a large part of this sum being accounted for by police overtime payments.  The results are being published although I am unsure if they will be specific to individual towns. The campaign is likely to be extended for a further six months. The campaign is self funding from the Proceeds of Crime Act. The signs will remain in place after the campaign has finished.

Cllr Walsh referred to the query from Mrs Belinda Ridout enquiring as to why the sign promised for 
by DCC for Wyke has not been erected. 
Cllr Walsh also referred to a previous offer for additional signs for the SID posts on the approach roads to the town.
The Office Manager stated that he was not aware of such an offer and would follow this matter up with DCC and the local police. 

Cllr Mrs Pothecary stated “it seems to have been a long fight to get Mr Howard to recognise the validity of traffic management issues in Gillingham, as identified by this council.  I appreciate the hard work and persistence of Mrs Ridout and I am pleased that is has achieved some success”.  

(v) Milton on Stour bends:-

Extract from report - Mr Howard confirmed that following the fatal accident last year an enquiry was carried out to ascertain the cause. The outcome was that the police felt it was down to driver error and no safety measures were required.
Cllr Lodge stated “Milton residents can continue to seek measures to reduce traffic speed through the village but it is a hard job to get DCC to act.  People power can achieve some results. The Town Council can only go so far, residents support can help to bring about results, as Mrs Ridout has managed to achieve at Wyke. The probable response to any request to extend the 40mph speed limit zone is that this length of road is deemed to be open countryside and therefore any request will be ignored”.

Cllr Mrs Hunt stated “vehicles are speeding past resident’s gateways on the unregulated section of the road. We should not give up on this. We should keep asking for an extension of the 40mph speed limit zone”.  

Cllr Milsted confirmed his agreement with Cllr Mr Hunt stating “traffic speed on the whole length of the road, from Peacemarsh to Mere, should be restricted to 40mph, with a 30mph section through the village of Milton on Stour.  Sometimes members of the public can achieve better results than elected members of a local council”.

(vi) Corner of School Road:
Extract from report - Mr Howard confirmed that it is not possible to erect a bollard on the corner due to the telephone manhole inspection chambers. Mr Howard confirmed that he will arrange for the yellow lines at this junction to be repainted which hopefully make drivers aware as to where the road ends and the pavement starts.
422. To receive current available Working Party reports  - continued:-
b. Traffic Management - continued:-
Cllr Lodge stated “it is not possible to erect a bollard on the corner due to the telephone manhole inspection chambers being in the way. There was hope that some Section 106 money might become available to carry out improvements to this junction. Mr Howard had promised to arrange for the placement of some yellow lines but to date this has not happened”.  
Cllr Mrs Pothecary stated “the problem is mainly due to the dropped kerb. Raising the kerb back to its previous level, and relocating the dropped kerb further up School Lane, would resolve this”.    
Cllr Lodge stated “this would mean mobility scooters having to cross the junction on an angle. There is a need to reappraise the layout of this junction”.  
Cllr Mrs Pothecary stated “when a vehicle is turning left into School Lane from the High Street, pedestrians walk straight across the junction in front of the vehicles, it is not all the drivers fault”.   

Cllr Lodge referred to a previous survey, when 80% of vehicles turning left into School Lane from the High Street mounted the footpath, 10% with both front and rear wheels. Unless action is taken to prevent this from happening drivers will continue to mount the kerb. A temporary bollard placed on the pavement was knocked over even with a PCSO standing right next to it. 

Cllr Mrs Pothecary stated “at the end of school sessions children come streaming down School Lane, and straight across the junction, without any consideration for road traffic. There are no demarcation lines”. 
(vii) Turnpike Bends:
Extract from report - Mr. Howard stated that this stretch of road is due for resurfacing which should improve grip. Previous accidents have all been attributed to driver error mainly with local people involved.
Cllr Lodge confirmed that this section of road has now been resurfaced. 
Cllr Griffin stated the safe maximum speed around these bends is 30mph but the maximum legal speed 60mph.
c. Festive Lighting

The Office Manger informed members that following a meeting of the Working Party, on the 7th October, a report containing costs will be presented to the October meeting of the Policy and Resources Committee for funding approval.

423. To receive an update on the following matters and to make recommendations thereon:-

      a. Locations for cigarette bins

The Office Manger confirmed that he will establish, and advise Cllr Mrs Pothecary of, the number of cigarette bins available.
      b. Litter bin at Lydford Lane

The Office Manager confirmed that DCC Highways approval has been obtained to place a litter/ dog waste bin at the far end of Lydford Lane.
423. To receive an update on the following matters and to make recommendations thereon:-

      c. Grit bin at Common Mead Lane 

The following report from Cllr R Evill was issued with the agenda for the meeting.  NB - Cllr R Evill previously declared a personal interest in this item as a neighbour of Mr and Mrs Collins. 
Common Mead Avenue is a cul-de-sac adjoining the bottom of Common Mead Lane and from the entrance onwards the road follows a fairly consistent uphill gradient. In addition, roughly two thirds of the way up, the road takes a sharp right hand turn. These factors combined to make the road quite difficult & hazardous for both pedestrians and motorists alike during the worst of the snow & icy 
weather in December 2009 /January 2010, particularly for those living towards the top of the road. The presence of many drop kerbs & related dips & slopes in the pavement (admittedly hardly unique to this road) exacerbated the problem for many pedestrians in the very slippery conditions.

I have spoken to Mr & Mrs Collins at number 29. Mrs Collins, who wrote the letter to the Town Council, told me that when the weather was at its worst, she was unable to go to work as it was unsafe to drive from their house. Mrs Collins indicated that some of her immediate neighbours had experienced similar problems & agreed with her that the availability of a grit bin would be helpful.

 I live at number l7 and I was able, with extreme care, to drive out into the road and proceed slowly down to the junction with the B308l. However retuning from work early on one occasion, my car became stuck in the road adjacent to Mead Court and I was unable to proceed without a push from two people working nearby.

A significant number of the residents of Common Mead Avenue are aged in their seventies or eighties. For some of them, the hazardous walking conditions meant that they were effectively confined to their homes during the worst of the weather.

The Office Manager referred to the proposed location of a grit bin in the Sommerfields car park, stating “DCC Highways has expressed some concern, with regards to setting a precedent. This bin could possibly be relocated to Common Mead Avenue”. 
Cllr Milsted stated “permission has been obtained from the Sommerfields store to place a grit bin in the car park. The grit will be only available for use in the High Street and is not intended for use in the private car park”.  
Cllr Lodge referred to the plan attached to the report stating “the problem is, where is there a suitable location to place a grit bin?”  
The Office Manager confirmed that there is no further funding available this year for the purchase of grit bins. 

Cllr F Evill stated “in an average winter there are a number of mornings when the road is very slippery. The problem is that there is no obvious location to place a grit bin”.
Members agreed to include a sum in the wish list for the precept meeting for the purchase of more grit bins. 

  d. Grass Cutting at Lodbourne Green Parade

The Office Manager confirmed that no response has been received to the second letter sent to Mrs Mogg.

Cllr Milsted proposed “that a recorded delivery letter should be sent to Mrs Mogg to include notice of a 14 day response time limit”.  Cllr Griffin seconded and the vote was unanimous.
423. To receive an update on the following matters and to make recommendations thereon:-

e. Signs at the Peacemarsh roundabout

A drawing illustrating three alternative options was issued at table. 

Cllr Mrs Booton explained to the meeting that it is not possible to change the overall size of the signs,
due to the way in which they are fixed to the planters. Mr Hawkins has agreed to replace the existing signs with a design where the lettering is contained within a smaller area, to reduce impact, and the remaining area of the signs will be of a clear plastic.
Cllr Mrs Hunt asked for confirmation that the side of the planters will be visible through the unlettered part of the signs.

Cllr Mrs Booton confirmed that this will be the case.

Cllr Monksummers stated “Mr Hawkins has complied with everything we asked for, when we originally entered into the maintenance agreement, and is being unbelievably decent in agreeing to change the signs”. 
Cllr Milsted proposed that “Option one 
of the three available options should be selected as the preferred option”. Cllr Joyce seconded and 9 members voted in favour. Cllr Mrs Hunt abstained.
424. To receive quotations for the removal of the spoil heap from the cemetery and to make recommendations thereon:-

Cllr Milsted proposed “that a decision on this matter should be deferred until the November meeting of the Committee, to allow time for the Works Manager to investigate and report back with proposals for the placement of bike jumps at the Ham Farm Development” Cllr Griffin seconded and the vote was unanimous.                 
425. To receive quotations for the removal of the large heap of stones from the Garden of Remembrance and to make recommendations thereon:-
In response to Cllr Monksummers the Office Manager confirmed that the complete headstones, leaning against the perimeter wall, are not included and any broken stones containing decipherable names and dates will be retained.

Cllr Milsted proposed “that a recommendation should be made to the Policy & Resources Committee, that funding of £300-00p should be provided for the removal of the large heap of stones from the Garden of Remembrance.” Cllr Griffin seconded and the vote was unanimous.  

426. To receive notice of a road closure on the B3091 at Madjeston Bends from 1st November 2010 for a period of five days 
A map of diversion route is available at the reception desk.
427. To identify any items relevant to the General Purposes Committee for inclusion in the precept for the F.Y. 2011/12.

Cllr Lodge proposed “that this item should be deferred until the November meeting” Cllr Mrs Pothecary seconded and the vote was unanimous.
428. To receive the Works Manager report and to make recommendations thereon:-  

The report was issued at table together with a report recommending the scrapping of a works van, as it is beyond economical repair. 
Cllr Mrs Booton identified a need to remove weeds from the edge of the footway at Higher Station Road at the front of the Factory Shop.

The Office Manager confirmed that this location is just within Zone One and that he will arrange for the weeds to be removed. 
Cllr Monksummers proposed “that the Town Clerk should be authorised to arrange the scrapping of the R registration Peugeot Partner van” Cllr Walsh seconded and the vote was unanimous.
