Public Questions and Comments:
Prior to the star of the formal meeting Mr Monksummers presented the following statements:- 

a. Persimmons home development in the Peacemarsh Ward.

It will come as no surprise that I raise the ongoing saga of the footpath linking the development to Wavering Lane and the danger points on its stream side bends.  In July 2009 and again July 2010 I made comment to the Western Gazette on the situation so it is now over 2 years that this well catalogued public danger has existed.

Those present need no introduction to the dangers of the unfenced eroded path edges at 2 key bends in the watercourse, and where it joins the north end bridge, and 5 foot + drops. This path is not your responsibility it is  the District Council’s and / or developers and they seem totally unable to agree  an action plan that will remove the danger. Indeed as a lay observer the issue seems more of one of blame allocation than resolution, perhaps harsh, but certainly resolution is on no current agenda I am aware of PLEASE can this council request both parties, the District Council and the developers, to both work on a resolution with a bit more public interest and passion than they have to date and also to provide, immediately, a temporary safety provision.

When I talk of temporary safety provision I do not mean by closing the path that has been tried and failed. A temporary fence located approx. 1/3 of the path width in from the stream side edge, running along the path, would allow sufficient space for usage as well as safety.

b. Grant Aid - Gillingham Community & Leisure Trust Ltd.

The collection of a rate contribution, for an agreed numbers of years, by the Town Council for the purpose of aiding the establishment of the new leisure centre on an even trading basis is understood and well recorded. Councillors will be aware of my criticisms of the poor level of communications provided in return.

I now sit in the public gallery and wish to make the point that I am aware many, including members present, share my concerns that whilst much good work has been done by many there is not a good information flow, at Executive level, to support the reverse flow of ratepayers monies.

Public Questions and Comments –continued:-

I totally accept and understand that some material, when and if provided, would need to remain in commercial confidence. I have no problem with that indeed in a parallel arena the Staff and Salaries Committee do a superb job operating in such a manner and enjoy full council and public confidence.
As a ratepayer I seek the reassurance that each and every payment from the Town Council to GCLT is only made after the satisfactory receipt of pre agreed information and I would welcome a specific response to this point once your deliberations have taken place.

The Chairman formally opened the meeting at 7.35pm.
8. To approve the minutes of the last meeting held on Monday 16th May 2011.

Proposed by Cllr Lodge seconded by Cllr Walsh, and agreed, that the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 16th May 2011 should be approved as a correct record of that meeting. The Chairman duly signed the minutes. 

9. Questions – There were no questions.

10. Declarations of Interest-

Cllr Lodge declared a personal interest in 10b (i)  

 11. To receive available working party reports and to make recommendations thereon:-

     a. War Memorial Working Party 

The following report was issued with the agenda for the meeting:-
Fund Raising - The Gyllas Angels sponsored parachute jump due to take place on Sunday 5th June was postponed due to high winds. A Copy of Mayors Charity Account is attached. The Mayors Charity Auction, in aid of the war memorial restoration fund, will take place on Saturday 15th October at the Olive Bowl.  

Response from English Heritage as follows:-

Thank you for returning your Expression of Interest form.  From the information and photos supplied, I think your project would be eligible for the Grants for War Memorials scheme. Please note the following:

Three quotes will be required for your application. Projects of £20,000 or more will require a conservation accredited architect.

Please contact the Conservation Officer at your Local Planning Authority to determine if permission will be required for the work.

 I have a grant application form, advice on preparing a Method Statement and guidance notes to assist with the completion of the application form.

An accredited Conservation Architect has been appointed as Project Manager and a third accredited stonemason, recommended by the Project Manager, has been provided with a copy of the report and invited to tender. 

The Conservation Officer at NDDC has confirmed that planning permission will not be required however the Conservation Officer will need to be advised when work is due to commence. 

NDDC Car Parks, and Environmental Services, Officers have indicated their willingness to attend a site meeting, to discuss landscaping proposals and the relocation of the recycling bins.

11. To receive available working party reports - continued:-
     a. War Memorial Working Party – continued:-  

War Memorial Trust Grant Application - An expression of interest form was completed on 15th February 2011. To date no response received. I have a blank application form available for resubmission. Pat Fowler a Gillingham resident is a member of the War Memorial Trust Board and has volunteered to help.  

The Office Manager informed the meeting that the next stage will be to complete and submit the grant application forms. A person will need to be indentified to undertake this task.
Cllr Mrs Hunt stated we need to await the return of the Mayor from his holiday and then arrange a Working Party meeting.

b. Land Management / Acceptance 

A report was issued with the agenda for the meeting. The following items, as contained within the report, were considered on an individual basis. 
 (i)  Offer of a lump sum payment in lieu of commuted sum to complete the freehold transfer of the open 

      spaces land at Church View

An offer of £8,500-00p, in lieu of a commuted sum, has been received from Bloor Homes to complete the transfer of the open spaces land at Church View.  The legal process was completed in 2009 and legal fees of £1,162-00p incurred.  

The estimated annual maintenance costs are as follows- 

13cuts per season x 2hrs x £20-00p =   £520-00p 

Pruning 4 hrs x 20-00p =                        £80-00p                  

Total annual maintenance costs =         £600-00p 

Cllr Lodge asked for clarification as to whether the ongoing costs included an allowance for inflation  

The Office Manager confirmed that inflation has not been taken into account stating “even with an allowance for inflation the lump sum will provide sufficient funding for a minimum of 10 years which is at the top end of the target period”.  

Cllr Lodge proposed “that the transfer of the open spaces land at Church View should be finalised with a  lump sum payment of £8,500-00p for ongoing maintenance in lieu of a commuted sum” Cllr Mrs Phillips seconded and the vote was unanimous.
(ii) Site meeting at Horsefields with a representative of Bloor Homes 

Bloor Homes has made an approach to the Town Council regarding the freehold transfer of Open Spaces land at Horsefields.   The Section 106 agreement was signed in August 1991. No commuted sum is included in this agreement.  A resolution was passed in April 2003 recommending that the Town Council should agree, in principle, to accept the land at Horsefields. The grass is currently being cut on a regular basis. A site meeting with a representative of Bloor Homes will take place on the 16th June and a report will be issued at table.

The following report as issued at table:- 

A site meeting took place on Thursday 16th June with a representative from Bloor Homes as the first stage in the transfer process.  Mike Coker NDDC, the Works Manager and Office Manager were in attendance.

11. To receive available working party reports - continued:-
(ii) Site meeting at Horsefields – continued:- 

The Section 106 agreement was signed in September 1992. The only reference to open spaces land is as follows and there is no mention of a commuted sum. 

Construct and lay out that part of the property shown for the purposes of identification only coloured green on the said plan (hereinafter called 'the green land") as a cut-grassed planted and landscaped open space with suitable fencing and access points and with trees and shrubs in accordance with a planting and landscaping scheme which shall have been previously approved of in writing by the Council and upon the Council's Planning Officer  being of a view that the green land has been laid out as open space to his 
satisfaction he shall issue a certificate of satisfaction (hereinafter called "the certificate").
If the Council desires to take a conveyance of the green land if at any time after the issue of the certificate as aforesaid it shall give the owners written notice of such desire and the owners  shall thereafter as soon as reasonably practicable convey the  green land to the Council for nil consideration. 

The next stage in the process as follows:-

Bloor Homes to provide a site plan identifying the extent of the area of land involved, as there is some doubt with regards to the area beyond the attenuation pond where the horses are currently grazing.   

The one off work to bring the site up, to an adoptable standard will then be identified and the costs established.

 An annual maintenance schedule will be drawn up and two local contractors invited to submit quotations for this work. 

Following receipt of quotations an acceptable commuted sum will be calculated to included the Town Council’s legal fees, and this amount, together with the cost for the one off work, will be presented to the Policy and Resources Committee for approval, prior to a formal offer being made to Bloor Homes.

As soon as the one off payment and commuted sums have been agreed the solicitor can be instructed and the legal formalities commence.

Bloor Homes will need to establish if the underground pipe work connected to the attenuation pond has been adopted, and if not formally approach Wessex Water with a view to adoption.   

   (iii) Progress with open spaces land transfers from Persimmon Homes at Peacemarsh and from NDDC. 

 No further progress and a stalemate has been reached. NDDC is reluctant to start litigation proceedings, with concerns over the possible legal costs involved, should there be negative outcome. With liability for both the footpath / cycle way and ongoing maintenance for the open spaces and play areas then passed to NDDC, as the signatory to the Section Agreement, without any commuted sum.   

Cllr Mrs Pothecary stated “the current dangerous situation cannot be allowed to continue. Who will have liability in the event of an accident is irrelevant”.    
Cllr Lodge confirmed his agreement with Cllr Mrs Pothecary stating “It would appear that NDDC is reluctant to go to litigation for the reasons stated in the report”. 
The Town Clerk suggested that the four District Councillors who are members of this committee could take this matter up with the Operations Manger at NDDC.    
11. To receive available working party reports - continued:-
   (iii) Progress with open spaces land transfers from Persimmon Homes at Peacemarsh and from NDDC. 

Cllr Walsh informed the meeting that he did have a conversation with Mr Stephen Hill, the Operations Manager at NDDC, last week. Mr Hill had indicated that he would email the Town Clerk with an update on this matter. 
The Town Clerk confirmed that to date no update has been received, confirming that District Councillors will be copied into any update when it becomes available.  
Cllr Lodge asked for all members to be copied into the update if it is not marked ‘Private and Confidential’. 

Cllr Mrs Hunt, one of the District Councillors present, confirmed that the four District Councillors will arrange a meeting with the NDDC Operations Manager.  
NB - A copy of the minutes will be forwarded to Mr Stephen Hill at NDDC.
(iv) NDDC Open Spaces Transfers to GTC 

Update from NDDC as follows - The Council and Town Council solicitors have been instructed to proceed. NDDC will fund Countryside Rangers costs for a period of 2.5 years following transfer and reasonable legal fees.    

(v)  Cherryfields and Swallowfields

The following report was issued with the agenda for the meeting:- 

The situation with regards to the Cherryfields and Swallowfields open spaces land and attenuation pond is a long running saga without any sign of a resolution. There is no commuted sum and no prospect of any lump sum at the time of transfer. A Development Plan 2005-2009 was formulated, by the Dorset Ecological Consultancy, but has never been implemented. Considerable work will be required following adoption just to bring these sites up to an acceptable standard. This is a significant area of river corridor land, including an attenuation pond, which has not received any form of management in the last 16 years. Any attempt to resolve this matter is likely to be both time consuming and costly.  

The developer Campwise Limited was dissolved on 11 February 2003 and the open space land was not transferred to the NDDC under the terms of the Section 106 Agreement. All of this land was formerly owned by Campwise under Land Registry title number DT 217004. Land Registry has confirmed that the receivers have sold this land.   The current ownership details are as follows:-

1. The land is now owned by Amberwell Estates Limited (Co. No. 03765620) Toms Lane Linwood Ringwood Hampshire BH24 3QU.

This company purchased this area of land for £1 on 9th June 2003. The land owned by this company is described on the register as "land at Riverside Colesbrook Gillingham".
The Director of this company was a director of Campwise Ltd.
The Section 106 Agreement signed on the 23rd June 1995 was registered as a local land charge on the 28th June 1995.  This agreement is therefore enforceable.

Amberwell Estates Directors report and financial statements for the year ending 31st May 2010

Cllr Ms L Philips stated “NDDC should enforce the Section 106 Agreement”.   
Cllr Mrs V Pothecary stated “I have sympathy with NDDC and understand the reluctance to pursue this matter.

However, with the greatest respect to NDDC, the development was granted planning permission, by NDDC and a Section 106 Agreement signed by both parties, which included arrangements for the transfer of the open public spaces land on completion of the development.  Therefore it is the responsibility of NDDC to enforce this agreement”. 

Cllr Ms L Phillips proposed “that the four District Councillors should take this matter up at the meeting with NDDC Operations Manager Stephen Hill”. Cllr Lodge seconded and the vote was unanimous.
12. To receive a recommendation from the General Purposes Committee that funding of £12,808-00p should be provided to carry out the recommendations as contained in a report presented by the Play Area Management Working Party. 

Cllr Mrs S Hunt proposed “that that funding of £12,808-00p should be provided to carry out the recommendations as contained in a report presented by the Play Area Management Working Party”. 

Cllr Walsh seconded and the vote was unanimous.
13. To receive a recommendation from the General Purposes Committee that funding of £8,000-00p net should be provided for the purchase of a second hand Kubota RTV 900 utility vehicle, with 894 hours on the clock, and a 3 month parts and labour warranty.   

Cllr Mrs S Hunt proposed “that funding of £8,000-00p net should be provided for the purchase of a second hand Kubota RTV 900 utility vehicle, with 894 hours on the clock, and a 3 month parts and labour warranty”.   Cllr Joyce seconded and the vote was unanimous.
14. To receive a recommendation from the General Purposes Committee that funding of £513.33p net should be provided for the purchase of three grit bins and £160-00p gross for grit/ salt spreader

Cllr D Walsh proposed “that funding of £ £513.33p net should be provided for the purchase of three grit bins and £160-00p gross for grit/ salt spreader”. Cllr Mrs V Pothecary seconded and the vote was unanimous.
15. To receive a report on outstanding CCTV camera faults identified during recent bi-annual maintenance and to make recommendations thereon- 
The Office Manager informed the meeting that the anticipated report, identifying cameras in need of repair and the costs involved, has not yet been received. The Deputy Mayor agreed to this matter being included on the agenda for the July Full Council Meeting.     
16. Finance            

   a.   To approve cheques for payment for June 2011 

Cllr Mrs Booton asked for clarification on cheque number 11871 to the value of £20,066.40p for the new pod in the High Street Public conveniences.

16.  Finance – continued:-

   a.   To approve cheques for payment for June 2011- continued:- 

The Town Clerk confirmed that a reciprocal amount has been received from the insurance company in settlement of the claim, less the excess amount, as stipulated in the policy.   
Cllr Mrs Booton proposed “that cheques to the gross value of £48,176.43p should be approved for payment”. Cllr Walsh seconded and the vote was unanimous. The actual signing of cheques was completed ex-committee.

b.   To receive the audited accounts for the FY 2010-2011.
The Town Clerk informed the meeting that the balance in hand at the end of the FY 2010 -2011 was as follows:-

Leaving a total of £86,805. 34p in the General Reserves.
The Town Clerk explained that there is £86,805.34p in the General Reserve that is not earmarked.  This balance has accrued over the years from surplus money not spent within the precept and income received.  

This financial year the surplus was minus £11,089.01 an over spend of the actual agreed budget.   Members had resolved to transfer monies from the National Savings Interest Account to cover the over-spend.
Cllr Mrs Pothecary asked the Town Clerk for clarification on the reasons for the over-spend. 

The Town Clerk informed members that £10,000 earmarked in the Burial & Allotment Fund was transferred from the NS&I into the General Reserve account to cover funding for the following projects:-

· Up-grade CCT Camera Legends

· Allocations of Grit Bins

· Water Leak at the Recreation Ground

· Provision of Allotment Gardens at Park Farm

· Fencing – Downsview Drive

· Web site up-grade

· Fencing Cemetery
And £13,984.80p funding required for the conversion of the former public conveniences at Chantry Fields for community use should be taken from the  £43,336. 60p earmarked within the N.S. & I account for additional Allotment & Burial Provision .  The refurbishment project totalled £18,984. 80. The additional £5,000 funded by NDDC.
Cllr  Arnold proposed “that the audited accounts for the FY 2010-2011 as presented by the Town Clerk, as the Proper Financial Officer for the Council, should be approved” Cllr Lodge seconded and the vote was unanimous. 

c. Completion of the Statement of Assurance - Section 2 of the Annual Return to the External Auditor         

A blank copy of section 2 of the annual return to the external auditor was issued at table. Members were asked to individually consider items one to eight, as listed in the Statement of Assurance, and, to confirm that to the best of their knowledge and belief they have been complied with.

Cllr Mrs Hunt proposed “that the Statement of Assurance should be completed and signed by the Chairman and Town Clerk to confirm the Town Council’s compliance with the eight considerations listed”. Cllr Mrs Pothecary seconded and the vote was unanimous.

  d.   Grant Requests 

 (i) Gillingham Community and Leisure Trust Ltd 

Copes of correspondence between Mr John Havill, Chairman of the Gillingham Community and Leisure Trust Ltd, and the Town Clerk together with the following report were issued with the agenda  for the meeting.

The draft agreement, as presented to March meeting of the Full Council included a requirement for the Gillingham Leisure and Community Trust Ltd to provide the following information, in support of its grant application, towards the ongoing operating costs for RiversMeet:- 

Financial:

1. Quarterly Budget Monitoring Reports (Income & Expenditure)

2. Projected Income and Expenditure for the current Financial Year

3. Comparison of financial performance to date with the business plan.

Community Use:

1. Membership to date

2. Average weekly usage

3. Number and type of weekly classes

The following was unanimously approved by those members not declaring an interest “that the draft grant agreement as presented by the Town Clerk, should be received and adopted and presented to the Gillingham Leisure and Community Trust Ltd for their comments and agreement”. 

Mr Havill Chairman of the Gillingham Community and Leisure Trust Ltd has indicated that the Board of Trustees is not willing to enter into a formal agreement with the Town Council for the following reasons:- 

a. The Town Council has already made a commitment to provide three years revenue support, based on a contribution of £13-00p per year for a Band D Household, which for the current Financial Year equates to £58,427-00p.  
b. Commercial confidentiality 

As a result of this, advice has been obtained from the Chief Executive of the DAPTC, to establish if the Town Council is acting correctly, by asking for the provision of the information, as listed in the agreement, prior to approval of the grant request. 

The Chief Executive of the DAPTC Mr John Parker met with the Chairman of Policy & Resources, Cllr Mrs Janet Robson and the Town Clerk.  He confirmed that Gillingham Town Council is fully entitled to ask for the information, as detailed in the agreement, to be provided in support of the grant application.  He referred to the Local Council Administration – Arnold –Baker which outlines procedures for town and parish councils under the Local Government Act 1972 - 137A – Financial assistance to be conditional on provision of information -

 If in any financial year a local authority provides financial assistance to a voluntary organisation, as defined in subsection (2D) of section 137 above, or to a body or fund falling within subsection (3) of that

  d.   Grant Requests 
(i) Gillingham Community and Leisure Trust Ltd – continued:-
section, and the total amount so provided to that organisation, body or fund in that year equals or exceeds the relevant minimum, then, as a condition of the assistance, the authority shall require the organisation, 
body or fund, within the period of twelve months beginning on the date when the assistance is provided, to furnish to the authority a statement in writing of the use to which that amount has been put.

The Town Clerk informed Mr. Parker that in previous year’s monies had been earmarked within the General Reserves for RiversMeet.  The external auditor had queried the amounts that had been allocated to RiversMeet and had been satisfied with the council’s explanation that it was monies that had been earmarked over several years.  However, monies last year and this year had been specifically earmarked within the Precept, and the external auditor may call her to task over the expenditure of this item as it is quite a substantial sum of money which is being provided by the ratepayers.

Mr. Parker hi-lighted the fact that the DAPTC has a similar grant agreement with Dorset County Council in respect of grant funding for training.  (Copy of attached for member’s information).  He reiterated how important it was for all organisations, using funding from rate payers, should have a detailed audit trail so that they can prove that every effort was made to make sure that monies have been spent correctly.  

The Chairman informed the meeting that a copy of the Grant Agreement, as amended by the Chairman of the Gillingham Community and Leisure Trust Ltd, was received this morning together with a copy of the Gillingham Community & Leisure Trust report to the Annual General Meeting of the Three Rivers Partnership and an extract from the Audited Account for the Three Rivers Partnership for the Financial Year ending June 2010.  
The Chairman Cllr Mrs Robson proposed “that this matter should be referred to a joint meeting with representatives from the Gillingham Community and Leisure Trust Ltd and the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and four Committee Chairman representing the Town Council”.  
The Town Clerk stated “we do need to ensure that we have safeguards and a clear audit trail in place before agreeing to release the funding. If necessary the matter can be referred to an extraordinary meeting of the Full Council to avoid delay”.  
Cllr Lodge referred to his declaration of interest as a Trustee serving on both the Community and Leisure Trust Board of Trustees, and the Main Board of the Three Rivers Community Partnership, and asked for the Deputy Chairman of the General Purposes Committee, Cllr David Walsh, to stand in for him at this meeting. 
Cllr Mrs Hunt seconded the proposal from Cllr Mrs Robson and the vote was unanimous with the exception of Cllr M Lodge who abstained having previously declared an interest.
(ii)  Blackmore Vale Tourism Development Company Ltd

The Town Clerk advised members that the Blackmore Vale Tourism Development Company Ltd has provided both performance and financial information on a regular basis throughout the past year in the form of written reports to Full Council and had therefore met the requirements for a grant application.
Cllr Mrs Hunt proposed “that a Section 137 grant of £3,500-00p should be awarded to the Blackmore Vale Tourism Development Company Ltd” Cllr Lodge seconded and the vote was unanimous.
 (iii)  Gillingham Bowling Club - Letter of thanks for grant award.
17. To receive a risk assessment of the Internal Audit and Internal Auditor and to review the effectiveness of the system of internal audit, and its impact, and to make recommendations thereon:- 

A report was issued with the agenda for the meeting including the following extract together with risk Assessments for the Internal Audit and Internal Auditor:- 

The Accounts and Audit Regulations 2006 introduced a new requirement for smaller bodies to undertake each year a review of the effectiveness of their internal audit. Every smaller relevant body was provided with information in respect of this matter and arrangements should be in place and a review undertaken by the 31st of March each year to enable you to positively answer Q6 in Section 2 of the annual return.

 The review must consider the following and an assessment made  

· Scope of internal audit -  does the internal audit sufficiently cover all aspects of the financial controls relevant to the smaller relevant body and are terms of reference in place and approved?
· Independence - is the internal auditor independent? Assistance with preparing management accounts and Section I of the annual return may compromise their independence.

· Competence - is the internal auditor competent, do they carry out their work ethically, with integrity and objectivity.

· Relationships - are Responsible Officers (Clerk/RFO) consulted in the internal audit plan. The responsibilities of members of the smaller relevant body are understood and training is undertaken as necessary.

· Audit planning and reporting - is there a plan in place for when the internal audit will be undertaken and does the plan properly take account of risk. 

Cllr. Lodge  proposed “that the members of Gillingham  Town Council confirm that they  are satisfied with the present arrangements for the quarterly internal audit,  the effectiveness of the reporting procedures to the Policy and Resources Committee, and that the current arrangements should remain in place for the FY 2011-2012”.  Cllr Joyce seconded and the vote was unanimous.

18. To receive a report on a review of the Assets Register and Insurance Cover and to make recommendations thereon – continued:-
King John Road play area will be added when the freehold transfer from the Management Company has been completed. 

Open spaces land at Church View, Horsefields and from NDDC, will be added when transfers have been completed.  

A summary of the assets and valuations is attached. A detailed register is held at the reception desk.

The Office Manager informed the meeting the valuations listed are for 2010 and will be increased by index linking where applicable.  A revised tractor / van register has been prepared with valuations to reflect trade in price rather than replacement cost. The Kubota Ride on Mower has been transferred to the Tractor Schedule as it taxed for use on the public highway
